Call to Order:  The meeting convened at 11:02 AM CST.
Review & Approve Meeting Minutes from November 30, 2007:  There were no corrections to the minutes.  
Financial Report:  
A.  Doug discussed the financials and stated that the current balance as of December 31, 2007 was $7767.03.  The year ending with a net profit of $966.75 which was lower than budget due primarily to $3175.00 of 2008 Symposium expenses being paid in 2007.

B.  Associated Bank Account Status- Rich reported on the inability of Associated Bank to accomplish the online banking needs.  Grafton State Bank was contacted and stated that their platform will provide online banking at no charge.  Doug to check on any other fees that might be associated with the account at Grafton State Bank and move the current Associated Bank account over.  Wells Fargo was also mentioned as another possible bank if one would be needed.  

Committee Reports

A presentation outline from both speakers will be obtained for review to ensure the relevance of the topics to the attendees.  Rich noted the discount for early registration and encouraged all to reply before that date.
New Business

He also mentioned that APRA has two new members, Gordon Goetz and Richard Avelar, both PRA and company.  There was discussion as to whether Richard Avelar was the member or Ken Kozloff.  It was believed that Richard was put down on the application in error and Roy will call to clarify.

2008 CAI Orlando Conference Exhibitor – Rich stated that the booth at the CAI conference is secured and will be located near Reserve Advisors.  The time for exhibitor interaction is 3 hours per day, Thursday and Friday.  Rich is looking for volunteers (Ernie volunteered) to man the booth during those two days and is confident that the presence of APRA will be advantageous in getting exposure and recruiting new members.
